Criteria-Montclair High School Hall of Fame

Any individual inducted into the Hall of Fame shall be an MHS graduate of at least ten years prior to their induction, or a staff member who has contributed to MHS for a period of at least ten years. The general criteria to be considered in the evaluation of candidates for the Hall of Fame are as follows:

1.
A graduate or staff member whose actions demonstrate outstanding character.

2.
A graduate or staff member who’s outstanding citizenship has achieved international, national, or local recognition.

3.
A graduate or staff member whose leadership can inspire students in the pursuit of excellence.

4.
A graduate or staff member whose accomplishments in athletics or the arts are outstanding, or whose leadership is considered exceptional.

5. Other supporters who have made outstanding contributions to the welfare and operation of MHS. 

Candidates should be considered based on their direct contribution to the academic programs, athletic programs, the arts or other extra-curricular activities of MHS.
